How to Program Individual Auto-Fire Function

The MakoPad 64 features individual auto-fire for each fire button. To set
the auto-fire, press the AUTO-FIRE button while pI‘EEEiﬂg the button you
wish to set to auto-fire. To cancel individual auto-fire on a button,
simply hold down the AUTO-FIRE button while pressing down the button
you wish to reset.

The auto-fire LED will shine if any fire button is set to individual auto-
fire. When a button has been set to auto-fire, the auto-fire LED will flash

when that button Is IJI'EEEEU.
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game which will allow the START on/off button to act as a "pause”
button. To set the slow-motion function on your MakoPad 64, press
the SLOW button once. To cancel slow-motion, press the SLOW button
again. When slow-motion is activated, the Slow-Motion LED indicator
will flash.

All auto-fire and slow-motion settings will be lost when the MakoPad 64
